He teaches the Word of God on a regular basis in a
grade school, and is plannlng to open up a calligraphy class in order to re-inforce his teaching of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
He does all of this so that the Gospel can reach others!

They lost their first son at birth,
but God has given them another son and daughter and they are all involved in the ministry!
