  We thank the Lord once again for His provision of grace and blessings upon us here in central 

Mexico. We followed up on a woman and her two children that came to a couple of the services; 

one lady in the congregation invited her. On the evening of the visit, she trusted Christ as Savior so 

pray for Vanessa that she will follow the Lord. 

  We had Mission Month in November with one Mexican missionary family visiting with us one 

Sunday. The Toledo family are Bible translators to a people group in Panama. We began Faith 

Promise and God’s people promised to give $29,640 pesos ($1,646.66 dollars) for one year Dec.19-

Nov. 2020 to missions. For the past four years, the congregation has begun supporting 

missionaries at around $11 dollars a month. We are praying that we can raise the support for the 

five families that we are supporting to Haiti, El Salvador, Colombia, Argentina, and Thailand. Also 

to support more missionaries as the Lord provides. 

   On December 19, we had a Christmas celebration with the group of 25 kids in El Rancho Viejo. 

We had activity booklets of the Christmas story that were giving by Helping Hands Ministry in 

Texas directed by Bro. Ralph and De Dorman. We had hamburgers, coke, two piñatas, and candy 

bags.          

  On December 22, we had a Christmas dinner in our evening service with songs, a message, a few 

games, and a cake. One of the women that faithfully comes to the services; two of her grown 

children with their families came.
